	Lesson: 

	-Find out where is the morning meeting place (outside, do kids come straight to classroom, etc.) and address the needs of bus kids.
-With your English partner bring all students in both classes into the English classroom. 
-Have all students keep their backpacks, lunches, and jackets with them. 
-English teacher introduces both teachers and explains that each child has two teachers, one who speaks English, and one who speaks only German.
-German teacher says, “Guten morgen! Ich heiße _______.”
-English teacher explains that in the German classroom, it’s okay not to understand everything.  Use your eyes to watch him/her closely to see what he/she does.  Look at the pictures around you to help you understand.  Also, watch some of the other students in the class who understand what the German teacher is saying.  If you have something important to say to the German teacher, he/she has a way of understanding you, but can only talk to you in German.  (**explain with a puppet, or necklace, or parrot, etc.)
-English teacher introduces the rules and German teacher acts them out in a fun way. Rules should be posted in both classrooms with pictures in the same way, and English teacher explains that the rules are the same in each classroom.
-English teacher introduces the attention getting signal and explains what is expected of students when they hear the signal.  The signal is used in both the English and German classrooms.  Practice using the signal a couple of times with the English teacher and the German teacher.
-English teacher introduces the habits or expectations of the classes. This may include expected noise levels, listening positions, what to do to ask for help, working expectations, body positions, manners, etc.  English teacher explains why these expectations are important.
 -Students get up and get a tour of the English classroom.
-Students all walk over to the German classroom.   German teacher guides students through a tour of the German room, pointing out the rules posted in the same way as the German classroom.
-Students return to English classroom.  
-English teacher explains that there are rewards when students follow the rules and expectations.  English teacher explains any reward systems that exist in both classes, or separately in the two classes.
-English teacher explains that there are consequences when students don’t follow the rules and expectations.  English teacher explains what happens after 1 infraction, 2 infractions, etc.  Also, teacher explains what happens when there is a major infraction like hitting or fighting.
-English teacher will explain the 1st grade goals to students (if any).  These goals might include mastering the math standards, passing off math facts, reading every night, reading and writing like a first grader, speaking German etc.  Get students excited about their special goals because they are learning two languages.
-English teachers introduce student materials (binders, notebooks, folders, pencil boxes etc.) and the purpose of each material for the English and the German classes.  Get students excited about using the “special” materials.  English teacher talks about how two classes must share some materials, such as desk space.  They need to be respectful of all class and student materials.
-English teacher explains the bathroom procedure: how students ask permission, use hall pass, appropriately use the bathroom, and wash hands.  English teacher explains that they will get a bathroom after they put their backpacks away.
- German teacher reads off the list of students who begin with him/her.  Those students stand up and form a line by the German teacher.
-English teacher explains that the students in the German class start out with the German teacher every morning and will switch to the English class at _______AM/PM.
-English teacher explains where the students beginning in the German class put their jackets, lunches and backpacks.   German teacher and students leave to put away their jackets, lunches and backpacks and return to the German classroom.
-English teacher reads off the names of students beginning in his/her class and explains that his/her students will switch to the German class at ________AM/PM.
-English teacher explains where the students beginning in the English class put their jackets, lunches and backpacks.  
-Both classes put their jackets, lunches and backpacks away and take a bathroom break to practice the bathroom procedure. 

	Assessment/Checks for Understanding:

	English teacher periodically checks for understanding about the rules, expectations, consequences, rewards, and procedures.

	Lesson:

	-Put a copy of the face worksheet under the document camera.
-Teacher Models: Point to your own hair, eyes, lips, etc. and draw yourself on the worksheet.
-Hold it up next to your face to show that you drew yourself.
-Put another copy of the face worksheet under the document camera.
-Student Models: Select a student to come up.  Point to his/her hair, eyes, lips, etc. and have him/her draw himself/herself on the worksheet in front of the class.
-Hold it up next to his/her face to show that he/she drew himself/herself.
-Students Complete Activity:  Pass out worksheets and have all students point to the line that says name, or Name____________.  Tell students to hold up a pencil and hold up a pencil on the air. Tell student to use the pencil to write their name.  Model on your teacher paper YOUR name, have the student who drew his/her paper write his/her name in front of the class, then have all students write their names.
-Tell students to draw their hair, eyes, lips, etc. using crayons.  Hold up a box of crayons to model the materials.
-Students draw and color for 10 minutes.
-Look to see that students are following directions.
-Use attention getting signal, and model for students how to correctly put away their pencils and crayons.
-Model for all students to stand up and come with you to carpet area and bring their papers with them.  Model for students to sit in a circle. (Idea: you could use a string to help students form a circle, or you could help each child sit one by one. You could also use the transition song for going to the carpet).
-Teacher Models:  Bring a ball to the carpet area.  Model for students “ Guten morgen. Ich heiße Frau __________.“ Pick up the ball and state again, “ Guten morgen. Ich heiße Frau ________________” and then hold up picture of your face.  One more time, pick up the ball and state, “ Guten morgen. Ich heiße Frau _________________ “and then hold up a picture of your face.
-Student Models: Pass the ball to the next student.  Help that child say “ Guten morgen. Ich heiße ____________ “word by word and have him/her hold up the picture of his/her face.
-Students Complete Activity:  Help that child pass the ball and continue helping students in the circle state their names one by one until every child has a turn.
-Teacher once again models “ Guten morgen. Ich heiße Frau ______”  and posts the phrase on the word wall.
-Have the students save their face pictures for the next day in their folders, desks, cubbies, etc.

Look to see if children are following directions. Oral assessment with students stating their names.

	Lesson: 

	Have students sit in front of math wall where calendar concepts are displayed. [Do they have assigned places and partners?]                         Follow Everyday Counts program to establish precise routines that provide models for oral language that the students practice in multiple contexts. Model procedures and expectations so that students can eventually conduct calendar time. Teach students when to choral respond and individually respond during calendar time. (model and practice signals for choral and individual responses)
-Display the month août and read aloud août.  Have children repeat after you.
-Attach the number of the day and state the number with the month.  Example: “acht ”.
-Attach the today marker above the day’s name to indicate the day of the week.  State the day of the week.  Example: “Heute ist Dienstag”
[bookmark: _GoBack]-Attach one card with 10 squares to the Counting Tape for the first day of school in the Ones place (die Einerschritten).  Draw a dot in the first square of the ten frame (with Vis a Vis marker if card is laminated, or with other maker if squares are disposable). Have students repeat “ein Schultag”.
-Point outside of the window and look at the weather.  Hold up the cloudy picture cards.  Ask the class if it’s cloudy, ja oder nein (thumbs up or thumbs down).  Ask the class if it’s rainy, ja oder nein.  Ask the class about sunny, partly cloudy, and snowy.  Have them a select a type of weather and attach it to the graph.  Have them repeat the weather after you, ex. “sonnig”.
-Have students repeat one more time the date and day of the week [refer to calendar for visual support].
-Have children return to their seats. (use transition song if you use one)

	Sample Procedure:
-Hold up the forming a line picture card to show the students what a good line looks like.
-Hold up a forming a line picture card to show students what a good line DOESN’T look like.  Put both pictures on board.
-Teacher Models:  Show the different steps for forming a line with pictures and teacher modeling actions:
-----1-Stand up (when in the classroom).
-----2-Push in chairs (when in the classroom).
-----3-Fold arms
-----4-Wait for teacher’s signal
-----5-Walk to meeting point, keep arms folded
-----6-Look forward with mouths closed
-Student Models:  Have a student model the different steps of forming a line, one step at a time, while holding or pointing to the picture.
-Point to the picture of the NON example.  Have a student model a way that is NOT following procedure, or have the teacher model the non example.
-Students Practice:  Have the whole class practice several times following the line up procedure perfectly.   Give a lot of praise.    
-Idea- take a picture of the good line by your students to use on the word wall for future reference.

-Read each page of the book and show what David is doing, and ask the question “gut? oder nicht gut?” With thumbs up and thumbs down.  Have all students participate with their thumbs and orally state “gut” or “nicht gut”.  Verify that the answer is “nicht gut.”
-Continue until the last page where students should answer “gut” with thumbs up.  
-Show other good behaviors such as smiling, hugging, high fives.  
-Ask the class what the name of the little boy is to review names and tell them NOT to be like David!
