	Lesson: 

	- Have students sit down on the carpet in a circle.
-Teacher Models:  Hold a ball of yarn in your hand and say “Guten morgen. Ich heiße Frau________.”  
Model tossing the ball yarn to another student while still holding the end.  
Model that the student who received the ball of yarn would then say, “ Guten morgen. Ich heiße ________.”  Student Models: Help the student repeat the words using his/her name.  Take that student’s hand and place it firmly around the piece of yarn.  Help them toss the ball end to another student while holding tight onto his/her piece.  
As the teacher, accidentally let go of your end of the yarn to show what happens if you don’t hold it tight.  Gather the yarn back up and begin again with yourself, and then another student.
-Students Complete Activity: Continue the pattern until every student has a turn.  
-If a student accidentally lets go, have them quickly regrab their piece and return to the circle.
-When there is a beautiful web, have students admire it and then leave the yarn on the floor.  
-The teacher can collect the ball of yarn at a later time.
-Have students return to their seats with arms folded and mouths closed.
-Have students take out their face worksheets.
-Teacher Models: Put the teacher model on the document camera.  Point to line and tell students they are going to write their names.
-Write “Ich heiße” on the line.
-Point to the “ Ich heiße ” on the word wall and have one student bring his/her paper up and write “Ich heiße….”.
-Have all students write “ Ich heiße ” on their papers. 
- Point to yourself, to your face picture, and then write your name __________.
-Student Models: Have a student bring his/paper and write his/her name after “ Ich heiße ”.
-Students Complete Activity:  Have all students write their own names after “ Ich heiße ”.
-Walk around and correct any errors.
-Collect papers and hang them for display.

	Assessment/Checks for Understanding:

	Students will write “ Ich heiße ” correctly on their papers with their own names.

	Lesson: 

	-Have children sit down at the calendar.
-Display the month August and read aloud August.  Have children repeat after you.
-Attach the number of the day and state the number with the month.  Example: “August”.
-Attach the today marker above the day’s name to indicate the day of the week.  State the day of the week.  Example: “Heute, es ist Montag.”
-Attach one card with 10 squares to the Counting Tape for the first day of school in the Ones place (die Einerschritten).  Draw a dot in the first square of the ten frame (with Vis a Vis marker if card is laminated, or with other maker if squares are disposable). Have students repeat “ein Schultag”.
-Point outside of the window and look at the weather.  Hold up the cloudy picture cards.  Ask the class if it’s cloudy, ja oder nein (thumbs up or thumbs down).  Ask the class if it’s rainy, ja oder nein.  Ask the class about sunny, partly cloudy, and snowy.  Have them a select a weather and attach it to the graph.  Have them repeat the weather after you, ex. “sonnig”.
-Have students repeat one more time the date and day of the week.
-Have children return to their seats. (use transition song if you use one)

	Lesson: 

	Sample Procedure:
-Hold up the forming a partner picture card to show the students what working with a partner looks like.
-Hold up a picture card to show students what working with a partner DOESN’T look like.  Put both pictures on board.
-Teacher Models:  Show the different steps for working with a partner with pictures and teacher modeling actions:
-----1-Listen and get instructions from teacher on how they are to form partnerships.  Maybe it’s an elbow partner.
 -----2- Get with their partners quickly and without talking.
 -----3- Begin their task immediately.
-----4-Use a whisper voice with your partners.
-----5-Listen for signal, then clean up.
-----6-Return to your seats quickly and without talking.

-Teacher Models with a Student:  Find a student to model with and be your partner.  Tell them this is step 1.
-Tell students they will be shaking hands with their partners and saying, “Guten morgen, ich heiße______________.”  Practice with your student partner showing steps 2, 3 and 4.  Emphasize a whisper voice.  
-Do the signal to get attention, then clean up, modeling step 5.
-Model returning to places without talking, modeling step 6.

-Students Model:  Select two students to model the partner procedure by shaking hands and saying, “Guten morgen, ich heiße______________.”  Practice with your student partner showing steps 2, 3, and 4.  Emphasize a whisper voice. 

-Assign each student a partner (elbow partner).  Tell them this is step 1.
-Students Practice:  Tell them Go and they will complete step 2 and 3 by getting with their partners and beginning immediately.
They should be using a whisper voice.
-Give the signal and practice giving attention, then cleaning up.
-Have students return to their own seats, ready to listen.
-Give a lot of praise as students execute the procedure correctly.
-Practice again if needed.

	-Have the students sit on the rug or carpet area.

-Begin reading the book.  On each page, state the words, “1” and the name of the object.  Point to the object and count them yourself.  Then point to the class and have them count the object with you.
-Repeat this procedure for each page.

	Lesson: 

	-Use word wall words and pictures (dots, etc.) to introduce numbers 1-5.
-Go through cards one more time having students use their fingers to show the number as the teacher counts, and students repeat.
-Play the song so students can hear it. At the end of the song count 1-5 in order with your fingers.
-Play the song modeling the counting words with the music.  At the end of the song count 1-5 in order with your fingers.
-Post the words up so students can see, having the students state and show the number with their fingers as you post them.
-Have students practice the song several times, counting with their fingers as they sing along. After each time you listen,  count 1-5 in order with your fingers.

	Assessment:

	Students state and show the number words orally as they are posted.

	Lesson: 

	 -When all students have a partner, give your attention getting signal to students and model that they should have their arms folded, mouths quiet, and eyes on you.
-Teacher Models: Explain the rules of the game and model as you go along.  Hold up the 100’s chart board and explain that every partnership will receive one game board.  Place it under the document camera.  Hold up one die.  Explain that every partnership will receive one die.  Hold up two manipulatives you will be using as game pieces.  Explain that every partnership will receive two game pieces of different colors.  Model that one is for the first grade student and one is for the second grade student.  Model with shrugged shoulders to show that it doesn’t matter who has which color. Explain that the first grade student will go first, and the second grade student will need to help his/her partner understand what to do and how to play.  Put both game pieces before the number 1.  The first grade student will roll the die.  The first grade student will move the number of spaces that it says on the die and the student will count out loud in German.  Teacher Models with a Student: Call a student up from second grade to be your partner.  You demonstrate you are the first grade partner and roll the die.  Move your game piece that many spaces and count out loud as you move your piece.  The second grade student will state the number the first grade student is on.  Now explain that it is the second grade partner’s turn.  The second grade student will do the same thing.  Roll the die and count that many spaces as he/she moves the game piece.  Have the second grade student who is helping you roll the die and move that many spaces.  Explain that now the second grade partner must also identify the number that he/she is on.  Have the second grade student state the number he/she is on.  Roll the die yourself as the first grade partner again.  Move that many spaces as you count out loud.  You do not identify the number you are on, but the second grade student states the number you are on.  Next, have the second grade student roll again.  He/she counts out loud as he/she moves that number of spaces.  Now the second grade student should identify the number he/she is on.  Model one more turn so the students understand and tell them they will continue the game until one student gets to 100.  Whoever gets to 100 first is the winner, and you start the game over again.  Explain again that it is the responsibility of the second grade students to help the first grade students, but we want to hear German only.  Students Model: Quickly call up a first and second grade student to model the game, each taking one turn.                                                                                                                                                                 -Students Complete Activity:  Tell them to get their game pieces in position before the number 1. First grade student goes first.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                       -Walk around with the second grade teacher and help students with understanding the game and how to use their German.  Encourage second grade students to use German only, and ensure first grade students are counting in German and not in English.            -When the students have played for 15-20 minutes, give your attention getting signal.  Have students fold their arms, close their mouths, and have their eyes on you.  Tell them to put all of their game pieces and dice on top of the game boards, and the second grade students will prepare to line up.                                                                                                                                                                           -Tell the second grade students to give a high five or a hand shake to their partners and line up to go back to class.                                   -Tell your students nice job for using so much German!  Do a celebration cheer, clap, or chant.

	Assessment:

	Teacher will walk around during the game and assess that first grade students are counting in German.

	Lesson: 

	-Show students the rules poster they learned about on Day 1.  Read the title of the poster die Regeln.  Ask students what these are?  Have them repeat les règles.
-Post the rules picture on the board in front of the students.
-Hold up the large picture card of the first rule.  State the simple vocabulary or name associated with this rule.  Have students repeat the rule.  Example: « Ich bin fleißig».  Have the students repeat, “ Ich bin fleißig .” Show students it is the same picture and rule that is on the rules poster.  Using simple vocabulary, explain what that rule looks like.  As the teacher, act out the rule.  Pick a student to act out the rule.  As the teacher, act out what the rule does not look like.  Have the students repeat the name of the rule again, “ Ich bin fleißig. »
-Post the big picture of this rule on one side of the room.
-Hold up the second large picture card of the second rule.  Continue using the same procedure for this rule, and post it on a different side of the room.
-Teacher Models:  Continue this procedure for all rules and post each large picture card on a different side of the room.
-Refer to the rules poster that is posted in front of the students.  Point to the first rule and state the name.  
-Model sitting down in a chair, then standing up and facing the rule you just pointed to and named.  Then point to that rule that is posted on one side of the room with both hands.  Tell the students they will stand up, face the rule, and point to it with both hands, and state the name of the rule.  Teacher Models with Students: Again, refer to the first rule on the poster, have all students stand up with you, face the rule, point to it with both hands and state the name of the rule.
-Model students will then sit back down. Have students sit down.
-Point to the second rule and state the name.  Have all of the students stand up with you, and face the correct rule and point to it with both hands.  State the name of the rule together.
-Have students sit back down with you.
-Students Complete Activity:  Repeat the procedure for the rest of the rules.
-Check to see that each student is pointing to the correct rule and stating the correct rule.
-Hold up a ziplock bag of the small picture cards.  Pull them out and model the correct way to hold the cards.  Model no ripping, no putting them in their mouths, no folding, no crumpling, no putting them on their heads.  Then hold them up one at a time while pointing to the small picture card and then the rules poster, and state the rule name.
-Teacher Models: Tell them they will listen first, model listening, and state a rule and point to it on the poster.  Then model that students are thinking of the rule, then they hold up the correct card that goes with that rule.  Then the teacher will ask, “Was ist die Regel?” And the students will answer with the name of the rule.
-Student Models: Pass out the small picture cards to one student and have the student come to the front of the class.  Have the student pull them out of the bag and listen to the rule.  As the teacher, state a rule and point to it on the rules poster.  The student will hold up the correct rule card in the air.  Ask the student, Was ist die Regel?” and answer with the student the name of the rule.
-Students Complete Activity:  Pass out the small picture cards to each student that are cut out and stored in a ziplock bag.
-Have all of the students pull them out of the bag, and then fold their arms and give their attention and listen.
-State a rule and point to it on the rules poster.  Give a cue to the students to GO!  Students will pull out the correct card and hold it in the air.  Ask, “ Was ist die Regel ?” and answer with the students the name of the rule.
-Repeat this procedure for all of the rules.  Practice two times if time allows.
-Check to see that each student is holding up the correct rule card and stating the correct rule.
-Model the correct way to put the cards in the ziplock bag.
-Leave the pictures on the wall for the next day’s activity.

	Assessment/Checks for Understanding:

	Students state and show the correct picture card for the class rules.
