	Lesson: 

	-Have children sit down at the calendar.
-Display the month August and read aloud August.  Have children repeat you.
-Attach the number of the day and state the number with the month.  Example: “August”.
-Attach the today marker above the day’s name to indicate the day of the week.  State the day of the week.  Example: “Heute ist Montag.”
-Attach one card with 10 squares to the Counting Tape for the first day of school in the Ones place (die Einderschritten).  Draw a dot in the first square of the ten frame (with Vis a Vis marker if card is laminated, or with other maker if squares are disposable). Have students repeat “ein Schultag”.
-Point outside of the window and look at the weather.  Hold up the cloudy picture cards.  Ask the class if it’s cloudy, ja oder nein (thumbs up or thumbs down).  Ask the class if it’s rainy, ja oder nein.  Ask the class about sunny, partly cloudy, and snowy.  Have them a select the appropriate weather image and attach it to the graph.  Have them repeat the weather after you, ex. “sonnig”.
-Have students repeat one more time the date and day of the week.
-Have children return to their seats. (use transition song if you use one)

	Lesson: 

	Review: 3 minutes
-Show students the rules poster they learned about on Day 1.  Read the title of the poster die Regeln.  Ask students what these are?  Have them repeat “die Regeln” .
-Read through your list of 3-5 rules with the class.

Rule Number 2 Modeling: 12 minutes
-Post the rules poster on the board in front of the students.
-Hold up the big picture card for the second rule.  This card used to be posted on one side of the room, but will now be used for this lesson.
-Model and explain one thing that this rule means.  Act it out and explain it.  Then say that this rule could mean other things.  Model and explain another thing that this rule means.  Act it out and explain it.  For example, if your second rule is to be nice, you could first model a student sharing pencils.  Next you could model helping.  Challenge students to think of other things that be nice could mean.
-Model that you want the children to think for a moment about other things that this rule can mean.
-Tell the class to SHOW you what this rule means in a different way at their seats.  Walk around and point out different students who are modeling what your first rule means.  Narrate what they are doing.  For example, if your second rule is be nice, you could walk around and narrate what students are doing.
-Post up the other large picture cards on the board demonstrating what this rule means, one at a time.  With each example you post up, explain and model what that rule looks like.  Pick a student to come up and demonstrate what is happening in that picture card.  Continue on with the next picture card demonstrating another thing that rule means.  Explain and model what that rule looks like.  Pick another student to come up and demonstrate what is happening in that picture card.  Continue this procedure for the other picture cards you have made.


Drawing Rule Number 2 Activity: 15 minutes
-Teacher Models: Put a small paper for the drawing under the document camera. Explain that the students will be picking one of the pictures posted on the board to draw.  They can pick any one and they can be creative.  Model that you are thinking of which picture card example you would like to draw.  Point to one of the picture cards on the board and then begin drawing it on your paper.  Do not copy it exactly so that you can show your creativity.  Model that you are drawing it with a pencil first.  Model that you are also taking your time and not scribbling or drawing really fast and sloppy.  Next model that you are coloring and tracing your picture you first drew with your pencil.  Model that it is beautiful and nice.
-Student Models: Put another small paper for the drawing under the document camera.  Select a student to help.  Ask the student which picture card example they would like to do.  Encourage them to pick a different picture than you did.  Hand them the pencil and allow them to begin to draw the picture.  Stop the student after a minute or so and tell the student he/she can finish the picture on his/her own in a minute.  Point to all of the different pictures to model students can pick any one of these to draw.
-Students Complete Activity: Pass out the papers, but tell students not to begin.  They should wait with arms folded, mouths closed, and eyes on you.
-Tell students to pull out their pencils.  Hold your pencil in the air to model.  Have them hold their pencils in the air so you can see that they all have a working pencil and that no one is using crayons yet.  Again point to all of the pictures and tell them to pick ONE to draw.  They can begin.
-Walk around the room and check to see that the students understood the directions and that they are picking one of the pictures to draw.  
-After a couple of minutes, give your attention getting signal and have students get out their crayons.  Model that when they finish with their pencils, they can use their crayons to colors and trace.
-Walk around the room and check to see that the students understand the directions.  Hold up a couple of students papers to model good work.
-Give them a one minute warning before you expect them to finish.  For students who finish quickly, tell them and model that they should color more or draw more details. 
-Collect all of their papers and post up the large chart paper.  Write the name of the first rule with marker as the title on the chart paper.  Model that you will be posting all of their pictures up as a collage on this rule picture to help them remember what the first rule means.

	Lesson: 

	Review: 5 minutes
-We will no longer be referring to the color poster because we have not been studying the words for “gold” and “weiss”. Instead, use and refer to the colors on the word wall.  Point to each of the colors and state the name them in German.  As you state the colors, point to a couple of items in the room that are that same color while stating the name of the color again.  Ask the students, “was ist die Farbe?”  Answer with the students by stating the number of the color.  

Monster Activity with Colors: 15 minutes
-Tell the students you have a friend you would like for them to meet.  Get them excited to meet your friend.  Walk towards the door and make a knocking sound like someone just knocked on your door.  Pull out your Monster poster and give your monster a name, such as “Oliver”.  Have “Oliver” introduce himself to the class in his monster voice.  He can state his name and his age, just as the students have done.
-Explain that “Olivier” is always hungry.  Today he wants to eat colors.  But we have to listen to “Olivier” because sometimes he wants to eat red and sometimes he wants to eat purple.  We can help our monster friend eat the colors he wants.
-Tell the students, “Oliver will die Farbe Grün essen.”  Point to “grün” on the word wall.  Hold up “lila” and ask, “Ist hier die Farbe, die Oliver essen will?” The students should all shout out, “nein!”  Ask the students, “Welche Farbe ist das?” Answer with the students, “lila.”  Turn to Olivier and ask, “Oliver, willst du die Farbe Lila essen?”  Have Olivier answer in his monster voice, “Nein danke, ich will die Farbe Grün essen. »
-State again, “ Oliver will die Farbe Grün  essen.”   Hold up “schwarz” and ask, “ Ist hier die Farbe, die Oliver  essen will?”  The students should all shout out, “nein!”  Ask the students, “ Welche Farbe ist das ?” Answer with the students, “schwarz.”  Turn to Jorge and ask, “Oliver, willst du die Farbe Schwarz essen?”  Have Olivier answers in his monster voice, “Nein, danke. Ich will die Farbe Grün essen.”
- State again, “ Olivier will die Farbe Grün essen.”   Hold up “grün” and ask, “Ist grün die Farbe, die Oliver  essen will?” The students should all shout out, “ja!”  Ask the students, “Welche Farbe ist das ?” Answer with the students, “grün.”  Turn to Oliver and ask, “Oliver, willst du die Farbe Grün essen?”  Have Olivier answers in his monster voice, “Ja, danke. Ich habe die Farbe Grün so lieb” Put the green colored card through his mouth so that it falls into the ziplock bag behind the poster.  The students will get excited to see that Olivier really ate the color green.
-Repeat this procedure with another 2 colors.  Only identify those colors on the word wall if the students need the assistance.
-Tell the students, “Olivier will die Farbe Rosa essen.”  Ask the students, “Wer kann mir helfen, die Farbe rosa zu finden?”  Select a student to come up and look for the pink card.  Hold it up and ask the class, “Welche Farbe ist das?” Answer with the students, “rosa”.  Put the pink color card through the mouth so that it falls into the ziplock bag behind the poster and have Olivier says, “Danke. Ich habe die Farbe Rosa so lieb”
-Repeat this procedure with another 4 colors.  At this point, Oliver should have eaten all of the colors.
-Ask the students if they would like to make their own Oliver monsters?  Hold up a paper bag monster puppet as an example.  The students will get excited.

Monster Making Activity Part 1: 5 minutes
-Teacher Models: Place the monster template print out under the document camera.  Model using crayons to color in the lines.  Tell them and model not to color outside of the monster because they will be cutting the monster out in a moment.
-Student Models:  Select a student to come up and model the correct way to color.
-Students Complete Activity:  Pass out the papers and have the students begin coloring their monsters.

Scissors Procedure: 10 minutes
-Give attention getting signal, and have all students sit with arms folded, eyes on you, and listening and not touching their monster papers.
-Put the “Scissor procedure picture” on the board.  Explain we are going to learn how to use scissors correctly.
-Teacher Models: Model how to correctly hold scissors with the point down when carrying them or passing them.  Explain that sometimes students might help pass out scissors in the class.  They should not throw the scissors or point them at the students they are passing to.  They should be careful and hold the scissors with the point down and carefully set them on the desk.
-Student Models: Hand a pair of scissors to a student to pass to another student and have them model for the class how to hold the scissors correctly.
-Teacher Models: Explain that scissors are tools, not toys.  We don’t play with them, throw them, twirl them around our fingers.  Model the things we don’t do and what can happen if they play with them.  Act out an accident with the scissors and yourself getting hurt.
-Model and explain that they don’t touch others with the scissors.
-Model and explain that scissors are for cutting paper only.  We don’t cut hair, clothes, pencils, erasers, crayons, or anything else in our desks.  Act out cutting some things you shouldn’t and act out why we shouldn’t do those things.
-Model and explain that we should cut only what the teacher tells us to.  We don’t cut up little pieces of paper.  Model cutting a lot of little pieces of paper and show them falling on the floor.  Show them this makes a mess and we only want to cut out what the teacher tells us to.
-Model how to correctly hold the scissors to cut a piece of paper.  Show where students should put their fingers and to hold them to cut vertically and not horizontally.  
-Model that we cut slowly and carefully.  Hold up a monster template worksheet and model how to cut out the monster on the lines.
-Model that we throw away our scrap paper in the recycle bin or in the garbage if we don’t have a recycle bin.
-Student Models: Select a student to come in front of the class with the monster template worksheet.  Give the student a pair of scissors and have this student hold the scissors the right way and begin cutting the paper on the lines.
-Students Practice: Pass out the scissors to the class and have them begin cutting out their monsters on the lines.
-Walk around and check to see that students are holding scissors correctly and are cutting on the lines.  If students make a mistake, have tape ready to help them repair their papers.
-Have students recycle their scraps or throw them away and return to their seats.
-Collect the scissors.

Monster Making Activity Part 2: 5 minutes
-Review the glue procedures including how to take off the lid, twist up the glue, and use just a little.
-Teacher Models: Hold up the paper brown bag and put your hand inside to show that the bag can become a puppet.  Set down the bag and hold up the monster.  Use the document camera to show how to put glue on the back of the monster and glue it on the bottom of the bag so it looks like the monster can open its mouth.  Show that if the students glue the monster on the back of the bag without the flap that their monster won’t be able to talk.
-Student Models: Pass out a glue stick to one student.  Have that student correctly model how to glue the monster onto the bag.
-Students Complete Activity: Pass out the glue and tell the students to glue their monster onto their bag.
-Have students put the cap on the glue and collect the glue.

Color Activity with Monster Puppets:  15 minutes
- Give attention getting signal, and have all students sit with arms folded, eyes on you, and listening and not touching their monster puppets.
-Use the puppet you just made as a model to show to appropriate use the puppet.  Show students they are not going to play with their puppets.   They will use them for our color activity.
-Hold up the ziplock bag of colored squares and take them out.  Say, “Olivier isst die Farbe Gelb.” Model that you are thinking of which color is “gelb”.  Hold up the yellow square.  Ask, “Welche Farbe ist das?” And answer with the students, “gelb” Then say, “Jetzt isst Oliver die Farbe Gelb.”  Show the monster puppet eating the yellow paper.  Model that the paper doesn’t disappear in this monster and that we don’t want to crumple or fold the paper.  Explain we are just imagining our monster puppets are eating the papers, and then we put them in our ziplock bags.  Place the yellow paper in the ziplock bag and model that you are ready and listening to the teacher for the next color.
-Give a bag of colored papers to another student.  Tell that student, ““Olivier will die Farbe Schwarz essen” Model for that student that he/she is thinking first and not holding up a paper.  Tell the student to hold up the correct paper when you say go.  Tell him/her go!  Have that student hold up the correct paper.  Ask the student, “Welche Farbe ist das?” and have the student state the color “schwarz” out loud.  Tell the student, “Jetzt will Oliver die Farbe Schwarz  essen.”  Have the student model correctly how the monster should eat the paper, and then have the student place the paper in the bag.
-Pass out the bags of colored papers.  Tell the students not to touch them yet and to wait with their hands folded and mouths closed.
-Have the students pull out all of their colored papers and put their hand inside their puppet.  Model and tell them to show you they’re ready to play the game by keeping their mouths closed and puppets quiet.
[bookmark: _GoBack]-Tell them, “Olivier isst die Farbe___________,” and state a color.  Model that you’re thinking and tell students to think of the color, but not to hold it up yet.  Tell them to hold up the color when you say go!  Tell them go!  
-Check to see that all students are holding up the correct color.  Ask them, “Welche Farbe ist das?”  And the students should shout out the correct color.  Check to see that students are participating orally and stating the correct color.
-Say, “Jetzt isst Oliver die Farbe _____,” and state the color.  Make sure students are eating the papers as you instructed them.
-Tell them to put the paper in their bag.
-Continue this procedure with all of the colors until they are all back in the bags.
-Tell the students to keep their puppets in a folder, desk or cubby.  This puppet can be used for many other identification or sorting activities in the future:  Oliver likes healthy foods, Oliver likes odd numbers, Oliver likes rectangles, etc.

	Lesson: 

	-Have the students sit on the rug or carpet area.  Use the transition song if you would like.
-Tell the students we will be reading “ Brauner Bär…”  again.  This time we will be looking closely at the animals.
Begin reading the first page, reading slowly.  Emphasize the color word and point to the animal as you say the animal name.   “Brauner Bär, brauner Bär, wen siehst den du?”   Say: “ Brauner Bär, brauner Bär ” again and point to “braun” on your color poster.  Have the students repeat “braun”.  Point to the animal in the book again, and ask, “Welche Farbe ist das?”   Answer with the students, “braun.”  
-Continue reading the story with the next page, “Ich sehe einen roten Vogel….”  and turn the page.
-Continue reading the story with the next page and continue this pattern with the rest of the pages of the story.  On the last two pages, point to the teacher and to the students.
-On the review page, encourage the students to read along with you, emphasizing the animal word, and not the color.  
-Have students return to their seats.

Animal Identification Activity: 10 minutes
-Show students the large pictures of the five animals: dog, cat, bird, fish, horse
-Hold up the large picture card of the dog.  Ask the class again, “Was sagt der Hund?”State the sound with the class.  Ask the class, “Welches Tier ist das?” Answer with the class, “der Hund.” 
-Post the big picture of this animal on one side of the room.
-Continue this procedure for the five animals and post each large picture card on a different side of the room.
-Have students listen carefully to the directions for the activity.
-State the name of one of the animals.  Model that the students need to think of which animal it is. Model sitting down in a chair, then standing up and facing the animal that you said.  Then point to that animal that is posted on one side of the room with both hands.  Have the students stand up, face the animal, and point to it with both hands, and state the name of the animal.  Next, ask the students, “Was sagt  __________?”  And the students make the animal sound. 
-Model students will then sit back down. Have students sit down.
-Repeat the procedure for the rest of the animals.
-Check to see that each student is pointing to the correct rule and stating the correct rule.
-Leave the animals on the wall for the next day.

	Lesson: 

	Review counting: 2 minutes.
-Use attention getting signal so all students are listening with arms folded and mouths closed.
-Have all students stand up and count with you to ten a couple of times using different voices, such as quiet, loud, grandma, baby, fast or slow, tough guy or girly girl, etc.

Number identification activity: 15 minutes
-Have all students sit down and show you they are listening.
-Review the partner procedure quickly for 1 minute.
-Teacher Models: Write the number 2 on the board.  Show that you are thinking of what number it is.  Then state that this is, “2” Then hold up the bag of manipulatives and pull them out to count to two.
-Teacher Models with Student: Ask a student to come up front and be your partner.  Write the number 4 on the board.  Show that both of you are thinking first.  Then the teacher says GO!  At that point, the two partners say the name of the number, “4” Next the teacher says go again, and the students use the manipulatives in a bag to count to 4 together.
-Student Models with Student: Have two students who are assigned partners come forward and model the same procedure.
-Explain to students they will identify the number on the board with their partners.  They need to think first.  When the teacher says GO they can tell the number to their partners.  Then when the teacher says GO again, they can count together.  They need to share and work together, not take turns.
-Students Complete Activity: Pass out the bags of manipulatives.  Write different numbers on the board and practice with students for 10 minutes.
-Walk around and monitor students with their partners to see that they are stating the right number.

Oral partner activity: 13 minutes
-Use attention  getting signal so all students are listening with arms folded and mouths closed.
-Teacher Models with Student: Select a student to be your partner to model this activity.  Hold up the bag of animal number cards and pull them out of the bag.  Show all of the cards quickly to the class, and say aloud each number.  Mix them up and set them in a pile on the desk.  Have the student pick up one card and show it to you.  Model that you are thinking, then tell the student the name of the number.  The partner checks to see if you are right, and give a thumbs up or a thumbs down with a “oui”or “non”.  Then use the manipulatives to count up to that number with your partner.  Both of you will count out loud.  Then you pick up a card and show it to your partner.  Have your partner think, then state the number.  Tell your partner “oui” or “non” with a thumbs up or a thumbs down.  If it is a thumbs down, try again.  Then use the manipulatives to count up to that number with your partner.
-Student Models with Student: Select two students who are assigned partners to come forward and model the same procedure.
-Students Complete Activity: Pass out the number cards and tell the students to begin.
-Walk around and monitor students with their partners to see that they are identifying the right number and speaking only in German.
-Give attention getting signal.
-Model the correct way to clean up.

	Assessment/Checks for understanding:

	Observe students working with manipulatives according to the instructions. Students state the name of the number correctly and count the manipulatives. 
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
