	Lesson: 

	-Have children sit down at the calendar.
-Display the month August and read aloud August.  Have children repeat you.
-Attach the number of the day and state the number with the month.  Example: “August”.
-Attach the today marker above the day’s name to indicate the day of the week.  State the day of the week.  Example: “Heute ist Montag.”
-Attach one card with 10 squares to the Counting Tape for the first day of school in the Ones place (die Einderschritten).  Draw a dot in the first square of the ten frame (with Vis a Vis marker if card is laminated, or with other maker if squares are disposable). Have students repeat “ein Schultag”.
-Point outside of the window and look at the weather.  Hold up the cloudy picture cards.  Ask the class if it’s cloudy, ja oder nein (thumbs up or thumbs down).  Ask the class if it’s rainy, ja oder nein.  Ask the class about sunny, partly cloudy, and snowy.  Have them a select the appropriate weather image and attach it to the graph.  Have them repeat the weather after you, ex. “sonnig”.
-Have students repeat one more time the date and day of the week.
-Have children return to their seats. (use transition song if you use one)

	Lesson: 

	Review: 3 minutes
-Show students the rules poster they learned about on Day 1.  Read the title of the poster die Regeln.  Ask students what these are?  Have them repeat die Regeln.
-Read through your list of 3-5 rules with the class.

Rule Number 3 (and others) Modeling: 12 minutes
-Post the rules poster on the board in front of the students.
-Hold up the big picture card for the third rule.  This card used to be posted on one side of the room, but will now be used for this lesson.
-Model and explain one thing that this rule means.  Act it out and explain it.  Then say that this rule could mean other things.  Model and explain another thing that this rule means.  Act it out and explain it.  For example, if your third rule is to work hard, you could first model a student reading and focusing on reading the book.  Next you could model raising your hand and being excited to participate in the lesson.  Challenge students to think of other things that Work Hard could mean.
-Model that you want the children to think for a moment about other things that this rule can mean.
-Tell the class to SHOW you what this rule means in a different way at their seats.  Walk around and point out different students who are modeling what your first rule means.  Narrate what they are doing.  For example, if your third rule is Be safe, you could walk around and narrate what students are doing:  “Daniel setzt sich hin”.  “Marie hört gut zu”.
-Post up the other large picture cards on the board demonstrating what this rule means, one at a time.  With each example you post up, explain and model what that rule looks like.  Pick a student to come up and demonstrate what is happening in that picture card.  Continue on with the next picture card demonstrating another thing that rule means.  Explain and model what that rule looks like.  Pick another student to come up and demonstrate what is happening in that picture card.  Continue this procedure for the other picture cards you have made.

Drawing Rule Number 3 (and others) Activity: 15 minutes
-Teacher Models: Put a small paper for the drawing under the document camera. Explain that the students will be picking one of the pictures posted on the board to draw.  They can pick any one and they can be creative.  Model that you are thinking of which picture card example you would like to draw.  Point to one of the picture cards on the board and then begin drawing it on your paper.  Do not copy it exactly so that you can show your creativity.  Model that you are drawing it with a pencil first.  Model that you are also taking your time and not scribbling or drawing really fast and sloppy.  Next model that you are coloring and tracing your picture you first drew with your pencil.  Model that it is beautiful and nice.
-Student Models: Put another small paper for the drawing under the document camera.  Select a student to help.  Ask the student which picture card example they would like to do.  Encourage them to pick a different picture than you did.  Hand them the pencil and allow them to begin to draw the picture.  Stop the student after a minute or so and tell the student he/she can finish the picture on his/her own in a minute.  Point to all of the different pictures to model students can pick any one of these to draw.
-Students Complete Activity: Pass out the papers, but tell students not to begin.  They should wait with arms folded, mouths closed, and eyes on you.
-Tell students to pull out their pencils.  Hold your pencil in the air to model.  Have them hold their pencils in the air so you can see that they all have a working pencil and that no one is using crayons yet.  Again point to all of the pictures and tell them to pick ONE to draw.  They can begin.
-Walk around the room and check to see that the students understood the directions and that they are picking one of the pictures to draw.  
-After a couple of minutes, give your attention getting signal and have students get out their crayons.  Model that when they finish with their pencils, they can use their crayons to colors and trace.
-Walk around the room and check to see that the students understand the directions.  Hold up a couple of students papers to model good work.
-Give them a one minute warning before you expect them to finish.  For students who finish quickly, tell them and model that they should color more or draw more details. 
-Collect all of their papers and post up the large chart paper.  Write the name of the first rule with marker as the title on the chart paper.  Model that you will be posting all of their pictures up as a collage on this rule picture to help them remember what the first rule means.

	Lesson: 

	Review: 3 minutes
-Use the large animal picture cards to review the names of the animals for the students.  Point to the animal and say, “Es ist der Hund.” Ask the students what sound that animal makes.  Then ask them, “Welches Tier ist das?”  and have them state the name of the animal.  Do this for all five animals.

Animal Identification Activity: 10 minutes
-Hold up a ziplock bag of the small picture cards of the five animals.  Pull them out and model the correct way to hold the cards.  Model no ripping, no putting them in their mouths, no folding, no crumpling, no putting them on their heads.  Then hold them up one at a time while stating the names of the animals.
-Teacher Models: Tell them and model they will listen first to the animal the teacher says, then think of the animal, then when the teacher says go they will hold up the animal and state the name of the animal.  The teacher will then ask, “Was sagt dieses Tier?”  and students will make the animal sound.
-Student Models: Have a student come up in front of the class and model the activity.  State an animal.  Help the student model that he/she is thinking, then have the student lift up the correct animal card, have the student state the animal name.  Then ask, “Was sagt dieses Tier?” Have the student make the animal sound.
-Students Complete Activity: Use the same procedure to participate in this activity with the whole class.  
-Check to see that all students are participating and stating the correct name of the animal.

Reading and Book Activity: 22 (10 minutes making the book, 12 minutes coloring and drawing the book)
 -Place the teacher sample book under the document camera.  Read each sentence, then have the students read the sentence after you (echo reading).  Point to the picture you have drawn with each animal.  Read the whole book with the class.  Emphasize the last page and point out it is not an animal, it is a picture of the children.
-Teacher Models: Tell the students they will be making Brown Bear books.  Model and explain that they will need to read the sentence to know which animal to draw and which color to color it.  
-Show your teacher book and point to the black dog.  Read the sentence out loud.  Ask the students if it is okay if they color the dog pink or yellow?  “Nein!”  The sentence says black, so they must color the dog black.
-Show the page with the orange fish.  Read the sentence out loud.  Ask the students if it is okay if they draw and color an orange frog?  “Nein!”  The sentence says fish, so they must draw and color an orange fish.
-Place the Brown Bear book template under the document camera.  Show and explain how there is a solid line and a dotted line on their paper.  Tell them they will FOLD on the SOLID line.  Model the fold under the document camera and then hold it up so all students can see.
-Pass out papers.  Model and tell all students put their fingers on the solid line.  Walk around and look to see that all students are touching the solid line.  
-Student Models: Have a student come up front and model the correct way to touch the line and fold on the solid line.  
-Students Complete Activity: Tell students to fold on the solid line.  Walk around and help students and ensure they are folding on the solid lines.
-Have them fold their arms and close their mouths and listen as you give the next instructions.  They should not touch their papers.
-Teacher Models: Under the document camera, show the students the dotted line.  Model and explain they will use scissors to cut on this line.
-Review the scissors procedures using the picture on the word wall.
-Model how to correctly cut on the dotted line and hold up your paper in two pieces.  Model that they do NOT cut on the folded line!  Model that if they cut on the folded line, the book will fall apart.
-Pass out scissors and have students fold their arms and close their mouths until you tell them to begin cutting.
-Student Models: Have a student come up front and model the correct way and place to cut the paper.
-Students Complete Activity: Tell the students to begin cutting.
-Walk around and make sure students are cutting in the right place in the right way.
-Collect the scissors.
-Teacher Models: Use the document camera to model how to place the piece of paper that was on top INSIDE of the piece of paper that was on bottom.  Refold on the dotted line and hold up the papers to show you made a book with the cover in front of the book.
-Student Models: Have a student come up front and model how to place piece of paper that was on top INSIDE of the piece of paper that was on bottom.  Have student refold on the dotted line and hold up the papers.
-Students Complete Activity: Have all students create the book.
-Walk around and help students place the papers in the right way.
-Give your attention getting signal so all students are listening with arms folded, not touching their books.
-Model that students will read the different pages and can use the words on the word wall to help them remember animals and colors.  Tell them to use crayons (and hold up crayons) to draw and color the animals in their books.  Show them your teacher model again and point out the last page.  Remind them the last page is children and can be drawn with any color or many colors.
-Tell them to begin.
-Walk around and see that students are following directions and reading the animal and color words correctly.

	Lesson: 

	Review counting: 2 minutes.
-Use attention getting signal so all students are listening with arms folded and mouths closed.
-Have all students stand up and count with you to ten a couple of times using different voices, such as quiet, loud, grandma, baby, fast or slow, tough guy or girly girl, etc.
Monster activity with numbers: 10 minutes
-Tell the students our friend is back to visit.  Bring back out Oliver.  The students will get excited.
-Tell them our friend Oliver is hungry again!  But today, Oliver wants to eat numbers.  We are going to see what numbers Olivier wants to eat.
-Tell them Olivier wants to eat the number “drei.   Hold up the animal number card “six”.  Ask students if Olivier wants to eat this number.  Students should shout out no.  Ask them which number it is?  They should shout out “six”.  Tell them Olivier wants to eat the number “drei”.  Hold up the number card “acht”. Ask students if Olivier wants to eat this number.  Students should shout no.  Ask them which number it is?  They should shout out “acht”.  Tell them Olivier still wants to eat the number “drei”.  Hold up the “drei” card.  Ask students if Olivier wants to eat this number.  Students should shout out yes!  Ask them which number it is?  They should shout out “drei”.  Feed that number to Oliver as he says, “Danke. Ich habe die Zahl Drei so lieb”.
-Repeat this procedure for several other numbers for 10 minutes.

Monster activity with puppets:  18 minutes
-Use attention getting signal so all students are listening with arms folded and mouths closed.
-Use the puppet you just made the previous day to appropriately show how use the puppet.  Show students they are not going to play with their puppets.   They will use them for our math activity.
-Teacher Models: Hold up the ziplock bag of animal number cards and take them out.  Say, “Oliver isst die Nummer 5” Model that you are thinking of which number is “5”.  Hold up the “5” card.  Ask, “Welche Zahl ist das?” And answer with the students, “5.”  Then say, “Jetzt will Oliver die Zahl 5 essen.”  Show the monster puppet eating the “5” card.  Model that the paper doesn’t disappear in this monster and that we don’t want to crumple or fold the paper.  Explain we are just imagining our monster puppets are eating the papers, and then we put them in our ziplock bags.  Place the “5” card in the ziplock bag and model that you are ready and listening to the teacher for the next number.
-Student Models: Give a bag of animal number cards to another student.  Tell that student, “Olivier veut manger le nombre 1.”  Model for that student that he/she is thinking first and not holding up a number.  Tell the student to hold up the correct number when you say go.  Tell him/her go!  Have that student hold up the correct paper.  Ask the student, “Welche Zahl ist das?”  and have the student state the number “1” out loud.  Tell the student, “Jetzt isst Oliver die Zahl 1.”  Have the student model correctly how the monster should eat the number card, and then have the student place the card in the bag.
-Pass out the bags of animal number cards.  Tell the students not to touch them yet and to wait with their hands folded and mouths closed.
-Have the students pull out all of their animal number cards and put their hand inside their puppet.  Model and tell them to show you they’re ready to play the game by keeping their mouths closed and puppets quiet.
-Students Complete Activity: Tell them, “Oliver isst die Zahl___________” and state a number.  Model that you’re thinking and tell students to think of the number, but not to hold it up yet.  Tell them to hold up the number when you say go!  Tell them go!  
-Check to see that all students are holding up the correct number.  Ask them, “Welche Zahl ist das?”  And the students should shout out the correct number.  Check to see that students are participating orally and stating the correct number.
-Say, “Jetzt isst Oliver die Zahl_________” and state the number.  Make sure students are eating the papers as you instructed them.
-Tell them to put the paper in their bag.
-Continue this procedure with all of the numbers until they are all back in the bags.
-Tell the students to keep their puppets in a folder, desk or cubby.  This puppet can be used for many other identification or sorting activities in the future:  Oliver likes healthy foods, Oliver likes odd numbers,  Oliver likes rectangles, etc.

	Lesson: 

	Read Aloud: 10 minutes
-Have the students sit on the rug or carpet area.  Use the transition song if you would like.
-Hold up the text and ask the students to raise their hands if they read this book in kindergarten.  Students will most likely get excited about this book because they have read it before.  Tell them this time it is in German.  
-Point to the baby llama on the cover and tell the class that we’re going to help the baby llama look for its correct mother.  Ask the class, “Wie weißt du, dass das Llama die Mama ist?”  If a student raises his/her hand, call on him/her to answer.  If not explain by pointing to the parts of the llama and say, “It will have fur like the baby llama, it will have a long neck like the baby llama, it will have four legs like the baby llama, and it will have a head that looks like the head of the baby llama.  Baby animals look like their mothers.”  Tell the students, “Let’s see if we can find the correct mother for the baby llama.”
-Read through the book asking the class on each page if this animal can be the mother of the baby llama.  Ask if this animal has fur, a long neck, four legs, and a head that looks like the baby llama?  Students should say no to all of the animals that don’t look like the baby animal.  You could also use thumbs up and thumbs down.  Throughout the book, repeat and emphasize the vocabulary words “Mutter/Mama und Baby”.
[bookmark: _GoBack]-When you get to the last couple of pages, point out how the mother looks just like the baby animal.  On the last page, point to the mother and ask, “ Wer ist das ?”  Help them answer, “die Mutter/die Mama.”  Point to the baby and ask, “ Wer ist das ?”  Help them answer, “das Baby” Point to the father and ask the students who they think that might be.  Some students might guess.  Tell them, “der Papa.”  Explain that babies also look like their fathers, but we’ll be talking more about fathers tomorrow?
-Have students return to their seats.

Mother and Baby Class Activity: 7 minutes
- Post on the board a couple of large pictures of baby animals with their mothers.  Point at the different parts of the baby and mother animal that tell you that the baby looks like the mothers.  Select one large picture of mother and baby and point to the mother and ask, “ Wer ist das ?” Answer with the class, “die Mutter/die Mama”.  Point to the baby and ask, “Qui est-ce?” Answer with the class, “das Baby.”  Continue this procedure with each of the larger cards with baby animals and their mothers.
-Post on the board in a disorganized, mixed up way the different mother and baby animal cards.  Tell the class that we are going to match the baby animals with their mothers.  Model that first you are thinking of which two animals are a match.  Select a mother and a baby, pull them off the board and hold them up together in front of the class.  Point to the mother and say, “die Mama.”  Point to the baby and say, “das Baby.”  Then point to different parts of the animals that show that they look alike and use simple vocabulary to describe them, such as, “Es hat 4 Beine, es hat eine lange Nase”.  Tell the students they are going to help you match the rest of the animals.
-Select a student to come forward and match a mother with a baby.  Have them select a mother and a baby, pull them off the board and hold them up together in front of the class.  Help them point to the mother and say, “die Mama.”  Help them point to the baby and say, “das Baby.”  Then help them point to different parts of the animals that show that they look alike. Use simple vocabulary to help the student describe them. The students will not be able to make statements to describe them on their own, but they can point to different parts of the animals that are alike and use whatever words they can in German to describe them.
-Select other students until all of the cards are matched.

Mother and Baby Partner Activity: 13 minutes 
-Review partner procedure.
-Teacher Models: Hold up the bag of small animal cards that have pictures of mothers and babies.  Tell students they are going to play a matching game with their partners.
-Student Models: Select a student to come be your partner.  Place the small animal cards under the document camera and spread them out so you can see them.  Model that you are thinking of a mother and baby match.  Select a mother and baby that look alike to make a match.  Point to the mother and say, “die Mama.”  Point to the baby and say, “das Baby.”  Point to different parts of the animals to show that they look alike and use simple vocabulary to describe them.  Set your match to the side, by you.  Have your partner model that he/she is thinking.  Have your partner select two cards to make a match and point to the mother and say, “die Mama.” Have the student point to the baby and say, “das Baby.”  Have the student point to different parts of the animal to show that they look alike and use any words they can to describe them.  Have the student place his/her match to the side by him/her.
-Student Models with Student: Select two students who are assigned partners to model using the same procedure.
-Pass out bags of picture cards to partners.
-Students Complete Activity: Have partners begin making matches and identify mothers and babies.  Tell them if they finish, they can mix up the cards and play again.
-Walk around and see that students are participating and identifying the animals correctly in German.
-Give attention getting signal.  Model how to clean up.  Have students clean up.

	Assessment/Checks for understanding:

	Check to see that students are participating and identifying the animals correctly in German in the class and partner activity.
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
