· Math- Read and Identify number words 0-10
· Content Objective: Students will be able to match a number word with the correct digit 0-10.
· Language objective: Students will be able to read a number word 0-10.
· Time: 45 minutes
· Materials: Large number word cards, Large number digit cards, ziplock bag of small number word cards only for each partnership in class, Worksheet, whiteboards
· I do: Teacher reviews number words by playing the matching game on the board involving the class.  Teacher posts up only the number words on the board and models how to read words, think of the digit, then writes the digit next to the word.
· We do:  Teacher models the partner whiteboard activity with a student.  Teacher pulls out a number word out of the bag, reads it out loud to partner, and then both teacher and partner write the digit on the whiteboard.  They check to see the answer is right. Then it’s the next partner’s turn to pull out a paper and read the number word. Teacher picks on two students to model the activity together.
· You do: Students play matching whiteboard game with a partner.  Students complete worksheet that has a number word and students write the digit next to it.
· Management: Review partner procedure.
· Language Production: Students reading the number word in class activity and with partners.
· Assessment: Observing students in matching game and worksheet

· Interconnections- Families
· Content Objective: Students will be able to identify mother, father, brother and sister in a family.
· Language Objective:  Students will be able to name the mother, father, brother and sister in a family. Students will be able to read the family words (“der Vater, die Mutter, der Bruder, die Schwester”).
· Time: 45 minutes
· Materials: Large picture card of the family (mother, father, brother, sister).  Picture of your own family. Labels with names of the members of a family in a ziplock. Students’ pictures of their families. Family worksheet.
· World wall: “ der Vater, die Mutter, der Bruder, die Schwester, die Familie ”.
· I do: Review the vocabulary of mother and father by using the pictures of animal families from the previous day. Show a picture of the large family card, pointing out the mother, father, brother and sister. Show a picture of your family and name the members.  Put on the board the picture of your own family and with the students match the labels with the members in your family.  Put up the large picture card of the family and use the labels for mother, father, sister, brother.
· We do: Pass out ziplock bags.  Point to each member of family on the large picture card and have students hold up the correct label in the air. Have students repeat the names of members.
· You do:  Have the students take out their picture families and match them with the labels. Do not glue.  Then pass out family worksheets and have students match family member with labels. When you check the matching is right they can glue them.  Color family worksheets.
· Management: Review gluing procedure.
· Language Production:  Students stating name of the mother, father, brother and sister in class activity.
· Assessment: Students match correctly the name of the members of their family with the labels.
